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UNIT XXX: THE RESURRECTION OF JESUS CHRIST

The claim that Jesus rose from the dead is the heart of Christian faith (1 Corinthians 15). The Gospels record and respond to Jewish and pagan objections to this claim:  a) that the body was stolen   b) that the myrrhbearing women were hysterical  c) that they were seeing a ghost.  

You can’t “prove” the Resurrection, since it lies beyond the grasp of our historical and scientific tools.  The strongest signs in favor of the Resurrection are  a) the empty tomb;  b) the appearances to the myrrhbearing women, to the Apostles and to others;  c) the predictions of the Old Testament; d) the admission of the first Christians that they themselves doubted at first;  e) the dramatic change in the lives of the original witnesses;  f) the willingness of Christians to die for this faith in huge numbers for nearly 300 years.

1. Jesus was a nice guy who got beaten down by the system.  Nope.  Jesus was the Son of God, who took on human nature so that He could offer His life as a sacrifice.   Whenever we mention Jesus’ death on the Cross, we always say that he suffered “willingly” ()
