FAITH FORMATION FOR ADULTS. Topic: Praying the Psalms, which will allow us to do bible study, liturgical
study and spiritual exercises all at the same time. FIRST CLASS: TUESDAY FEBRUARY 16 at 7pm in the Church
Hall. The class will run at least through Lent. If there is sufficient interest, we may continue further. No
registration, no fees, no books required. Parishioners and their guests are welcome. Each session will be self-
contained so you may come to some or all of the classes. ALL adults are urged to consider attending.

ALL SOULS’ SATURDAYS: Five Saturdays in the year (1 before Lent; 3 during Lent; 1 before Pentecost)
are set aside for special prayers for the faithful departed. On these days, the names of the faithful departed
are remembered individually. Each family must supply a list (hramoty) of the names they wish to be
remembered along with a monetary sacrificial offering on behalf of the deceased. Because of a schedule
conflict, we will anticipate the First All-Souls’ Saturday on Friday, January 29 with a Parastas Service at
7pm. Every parish household should submit their hramoty (Christian names of each departed to be
remembered) on a plain envelope including your envelope number no later than January 24.

As long-time advocates of health care reform, the U5, Catholic bishops continue to make the moral
case that genuine health care reform must protect the life, dignity, consciences and health of all,
especially the poor and vulnerable. Health care reform should not advance a pro-abortion agenda in
Qur country.

«  On November 7, the U5, House of Representatives passed major health care reform that
reaftirms the essential, longstanding and widely supported policy against using federal funds
fior elective abortions and includes positive measures on affordability and immigrants.

»  On December 24, the U.S. Senate rejected this policy and passed health care reform that
requires federal funds to help subsidize and promote health plans that cover elective
ahortions. All purchasers of such plans will be required to pay for other people’s abontions
through a separate payment solely to pay for abortion.

«  Outside the abortion context, neither bill has adequate conscience protection for health care
providers, plans or employers.

«  These two bills must now be combined into one bill that both the House and Senate will vote
on in final form. Provisions against abortion funding and in favor of conscience protection,
affordability, and immigrants” access to health care must be part of a fair and just health care
reform bill, or the final bill must be opposed.
