FAITH FORMATION FOR ADULTS.  Topic:  Praying the Psalms, which will allow us to do bible study, liturgical study and spiritual exercises all at the same time.  FIRST CLASS: TUESDAY FEBRUARY 16 at 7pm in the Church Hall.  The class will run at least 6 weeks. No registration, no fees, no books required.  Parishioners and their guests are welcome.   Each session will be self-contained so you may come to some or all of the classes.  ALL adults are urged to consider attending.
ALL SOULS’ SATURDAYS/Zadušna Subbota:  Five Saturdays in the year (1 before Lent; 3 during Lent; 1 before Pentecost) are set aside for special prayers for the faithful departed.  On these days, the names of the faithful departed are remembered individually. Each family must supply a list (hramoty) of the names they wish to be remembered along with a monetary sacrificial offering on behalf of the deceased.  Because of a schedule conflict, we will anticipate the First All-Souls’ Saturday on Friday, January 29 with a Parastas Service at 7pm.  If you have not yet submitted your hramoty (Christian names of each departed to be remembered) you may bring it to Parastas on Friday and leave it on the tetrapod.  Use a plain envelope and include your envelope number.

LENT:  SPRINGTIME FOR THE SOUL






THE PRE-LENTEN PERIOD

Eleven weeks before Pascha, the Church begins to prepare us for the season of rebirth which is the Great Fast or Lent.  The pre-Lenten period begins with the Sunday of Zacchaeus and continues with the Sunday of the Pharisee and the Publican and the Sunday of the Prodigal Son.  Each Sunday features a Gospel passage which illustrates a different aspect of repentance.  Zacchaeus, who climbed a tree to see Jesus, exemplifies the extra effort we are invited to make during the Fast.  The Pharisee and the Publican contrast two different approaches to the spiritual life.  The Prodigal Son offers us a powerful example of repentance and reconciliation for a young man whose selfish adventures in sinful living led him to total humiliation and destitution.  Zacchaeus’ curiosity, the Publican’s humility and the Father’s welcoming forgiving love all urge us on.

The special prayers and hymns of the Lenten season are collected into a book called the Lenten Triodion, which was assembled and edited by Sts Theodore and Joseph of the Studion Monastery in the 8th century and expanded in the 14th century.  The Triodion first comes into use on the Sunday of the Pharisee and the Publican, with special hymns at Vespers (evening prayer) and Matins (morning prayer).  
At Vespers, for example, we pray:

 “Brethren, let us not pray like the Pharisee, for whoever exalts himself shall be humbled.  Rather let us humble ourselves before God like the Publican and cry out as we fast: O God be merciful to me a sinner.” 

At Matins, two troparia are added to Psalm 50 and will be sung every Sunday throughout the Fast.  They make excellent Lenten prayers for daily use by the faithful:

“Open to me the gates of repentance, O Giver of Life, for my spirit, bearing the temple of my body all defiled, rises early to pray toward Your holy Temple.  Only purify me by Your tender mercy, for You are compassionate.”

“Lead me on the paths of salvation, O Theotokos, for I have soiled my soul with shameful sins and have wasted my whole life in slothfulness.  Through your prayers, rescue me from every impurity.”

The prayer of the Publican, “O God be merciful to me a sinner,” has found a permanent place in the Liturgy.  It is also the basis of the Jesus Prayer:  “Lord Jesus Christ, Son of the Living God, be merciful to me, a sinner.”
