RELIGIOUS EDUCATION FOR PRESCHOOL AND ELEMENTARY SCHOOL CHILDREN begins Sunday, January 17, at 
9:30am.  Watch for more details.  If you registered your child in the fall, there is nothing more to do.  If you 
have a child who has not yet registered, please register online or speak with Cindy Ottesen, catechetical 
coordinator.  RELIGIOUS EDUCATION FOR ADULTS will begin after house blessings.  Topic:  Praying the Psalms, 
which will allow us to do bible study, liturgical study and spiritual exercises all at the same time.   
 
THE LITURGICAL SEASON OF CHRISTMAS:  Like Pascha, the Christmas season extends for 40 days, ending on 
February 2, the feast of the Encounter of Simeon with the Christ Child in the Temple.   On January 6 we 
celebrate the feast known as Theophany (God’s manifestation);  Slavs also call the feast “Jordan.” When 
Jesus was baptized in the Jordan, all three persons of the Trinity manifested themselves together for the 
first time: the voice of the Father, the Son incarnate, the Spirit in the form of a dove (Matthew 3,16-17).  
This is the second greatest feast of the year after Pascha, older and more important than Christmas.  It is 
marked by the great blessing of water in Church, often followed by a blessing of the nearest body of water 
(next year the Nissequogue?).  The vigil of Theophany is traditionally a day of strict fast, which Slavs break 
in the evening with a meatless festive meal called Ščedryj Večer (“Bountiful Supper”).  All the faithful 
should drink the freshly-blessed Jordan water and take some home for use throughout the year.  Holy 
Water can be used to bless persons or things.  Last year’s Jordan water should be disposed of by pouring it 
onto the ground.  Holy Water reconnects us with our baptismal relationship with Christ:  “All you who 
have been baptized into Christ have been clothed with Christ” (Galatians 3,27).  
HOUSE BLESSINGS:  It is traditional to bless the homes of the faithful with new Jordan Water every year.  
Smithtown blessings will not begin before Saturday, January 9.  Families will be notified on the day or the 
evening before and schedule conflicts will be resolved as they emerge.  You should have a lit candle and 
some new Holy Water available for the blessing.  Please understand that Father will not be able to stop for 
a snack or a meal at any home.  Time and weather are not on our side right now and we have the rest of 
the year to share hospitality.  We will be updating the parish census during house blessing.  If you do not 
wish to have your home blessed this year, please let Father know. 
 
INTRODUCTION TO BYZANTINE CHANT:  Are you interested in participating more fully in the chants of 
the Liturgy? Would you like to learn the “tones”? Father would like to start an informal chant class, 
perhaps on Saturday mornings to accommodate working folks and those who will not drive at night.
