     HIGHLIGHTS OF HOLY WEEK: 
GREAT AND HOLY MONDAY, TUESDAY and WEDNESDAY: Bridegroom Matins—urging us to be vigilant and 
prepared to share in Christ’s Death and Resurrection and to await His Coming in glory.  (These Matins will be 
celebrated informally in Westbury at 9am) 
GREAT AND HOLY WEDNESDAY: the last Presanctified Liturgy of the year. We commemorate the sinful woman 
who anointed Jesus and found forgiveness (Luke 7,36-50).  All the faithful receive the sacrament of Anointing 
for healing, as the culmination of our fasting and sacramental confession and for strength to accompany our 
Lord through His Passion and Resurrection. 
GREAT AND HOLY THURSDAY:  Vespers with the Liturgy of St  Basil.  We commemorate the Mystical Supper at 
which our Lord prepared His Apostles by showing them an example of humble service and by instituting the 
Holy Eucharist.  Every Eucharist reconnects us with Jesus’s once-and-for-all sacrifice for us. 
GREAT AND HOLY FRIDAY:  Passion (Strast’i) Matins –featuring 12 Gospels recounting the Passion of our Lord.  
(This service will be celebrated informally in Westbury at 9am) 
GREAT AND HOLY FRIDAY: Vespers and Burial Procession with the Holy Shroud (Plascanica).  A final reading of 
the Passion and commemoration of the Burial of our Lord.  The faithful are invited to keep vigil at the Grave 
throughout the night. 
GREAT AND HOLY SATURDAY:  Jerusalem Matins—lamentation at the grave of Jesus.  This service will be 
celebrated informally in Smithtown at 10am. 
PASCHA OF THE RESURRECTION OF OUR LORD JESUS CHRIST:  Resurrection Matins commemorates the 
discovery of the Empty Tomb by the Myrrhbearing Women. The Paschal Canon of St John Damascene is one of 
the most beautiful treasures in our Tradition. At the Divine Liturgy the Gospel (John 1,1-17) is proclaimed in a 
variety of languages to remind us of our mission to spread the Good News of the Resurrection everywhere.
