     LITURGICAL HIGHLIGHTS  
Please note that our Tradition forbids kneeling during any liturgical service from Pascha to Pentecost.  The 
normal liturgical posture is standing.  Those who need to may sit.  Standing is the normal posture of prayerful 
respect and standing especially ŜȄǇǊŜǎǎŜǎ ƻǳǊ ōŀǇǘƛǎƳŀƭ ǎƘŀǊŜ ƛƴ /ƘǊƛǎǘΩǎ wŜǎǳǊǊŜŎǘƛƻƴ όwƻƳŀƴǎ сΣо-11). 
The Christian Greeting for the 50 days of Pascha is:  Christ is Risen!  Indeed He is Risen!  Through this Bible-
based custom we re-echo the joyful words of the disciples (Luke 24,36).  How will this joyful greeting affect the 
conversations that follow?   
ST.THOMAS SUNDAY:  the Artos (the Greek word for “bread”) blessed on Pascha is shared by all the faithful as 
the conclusion of bright week and in commemoration of the mealtime appearances of the Risen Christ (Luke 
24; John 21).  The Artos brings together a number of symbols.  It stands for the Passover Lamb, reminding us 
how Jesus’ self-sacrifice perfectly fulfills the Old Testament Passover.  It reminds us of Jesus’ description of 
Himself as “the bread of life. . .come down from heaven” (John 6,30-58), the fulfillment of the Old Testament 
sign of manna during the Exodus.  The Paska and other breads blessed for our paschal meals last week is based 
on all the same symbols.  That’s why it has become customary to break and share the Artos as a parish family 
on the Sunday after Pascha, St Thomas Sunday, in a meal that Ukrainians even have a special name for:  
Sviachenne.  And so……………………………….. 
TODAY:  ST THOMAS SUNDAY FESTIVITIES: after Liturgy, a brunch will be served in the Church Hall 
featuring traditional Slav Paschal foods (ham, kolbas, kiszka, pyrohy, paska, hrutka, eggs and more).  There 
will be an Easter candy hunt for our children.  A free will offering will be accepted and guests are most 
welcome.
