LITURGICAL HIGHLIGHTS
Please note that our Tradition forbids kneeling during any liturgical service from Pascha to Pentecost. The
normal liturgical posture is standing. Those who need to may sit. Standing is the normal posture of prayerful
respect and standing especiallye x pr esses our bapti smal shar-1).i n
The Christian Greeting for the 50 days of Pascha is: Christ is Risen! Indeed He is Risen! Through this Bible-
based custom we re-echo the joyful words of the disciples (Luke 24,36). How will this joyful greeting affect the
conversations that follow?
MEET THE MYRRHBEARERS: Mary Magdalene has been featured in popular literature recently and all
sorts of old fantasies about her have been revived. The Bible presents her as someone healed by Jesus
(Luke 8,2) who, along with other women from Galilee, followed Jesus and his 12 Apostles to Jerusalem.
These must have been exceptional women of independent means with more freedom of movement than
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Susanna, about whom we know nothing else (Luke 8,1-3). All four Gospels insist that, although the male
disciples fled, women followed Jesus all the way to the Cross. They include Mary Magdalene, Mary the
mother of James and Joses/Joseph (who may be the wife of Clopas), and Salome (Matthew 27,55-56; Mark
15,40-41). St]John alone claims that the mother of Jesus was also present (John 19,25ff). These women
witnessed Jesus death and burial and noted the site of his tomb (Matthew 27,61; Mark 15,47; Luke 23,55-
56). These same women returned to the tomb at daybreak on Sunday (Matthew 28; Mark 16; Luke 24;
John 20) only to discover the stone rolled away and the tomb empty. They encountered the angel and
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death was not faked, His body was not stolen, and the Resurrection is not the product of a hysterical
imagination. The Myrrhbearers overcame their fears and brought the Apostles to faith. Although Jewish
law accorded them no status as legal witnesses, the Myrrhbearing women became the first and best
witnesses to the Resurrection.
