Parish Advisory Board Meeting

Church of the Resurrection, Smithtown NY
The inaugural meeting of the Parish Advisory Board was convened at 7:30pm on March 11, 2010, in
Resurrection parish hall. Members present: Orest Baransky, Kris Melvin-Denenberg, Carol Frederico,
Anthony Gibson, Lynn Giugliano, Sue Gubing, Ana Hornyak, Bob Knapp, Michael Lanzarone, John Pawluk, ,
Bob Sikora and Jeanne Waxman; Absent: Stan Purgar.

Fr.Jack Custer led the board in praying the hymn to the Holy Spirit, welcomed the members and thanked

operation were reviewed.
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first exercise in identifying immediate needs, each member was asked to name the three most pressing
immediate needs or concerns of the parish as they see it. Although a wide range of issues was raised, a
remarkable consensus emerged. The Board overwhelmingly agreed that the following areas deserve the
highest immediate priority:

Finances: study income, expenses and assets. Prepare a budget. Determine pricing and fundraising for
rebuilding the rectory.

Community Building. A) within the parish: devise events and tools for reintroducing/reconnecting
parishioners. Some sort of photo directory/display was mentioned repeatedly. Devise events to

B) with the wider community: Devise and promote a lecture series on topics of general interest; Events
that highlight religious/cultural heritage; make parish facilities available to outside groups.

Spiritual /Educational: Most members expressed an interest to learn more about the Liturgy.
Encouraging more participation in religious education for adults and children.

Facilities: Rebuilding the rectory. Decoration to complete renovation of the parish hall.

Liturgy: Nearly every member named improving participation at liturgy as a primary concern.
Developing the service of choirs (adult and children), practices with altar servers; reviewing the use of
Slavonic.

On the basis of these initial priorities, the following agenda was set for the next meeting of the Board.
Board members were asked to consider and discuss with others
A) concrete strategies to reconnect/reintroduce parishioners

B) specific, one-time, programs for parishioners and the wider community that we could host.
Fr. Jack will prepare and present a complete fiscal report from which budget discussions may begin.

The Advisory Board is appointed by the Pastor to assist him through their deliberations and advice.
Terms are undefined but membership will rotate to allow participation by a variety of parishioners.
Approximately six annual meetings are foreseen and reports will be published for the whole parish
after every meeting. Parishioners are invited to share their views on agenda items with any
member of the Board or with the Pastor.
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
