     LITURGICAL HIGHLIGHTS  
Please note that our Tradition forbids kneeling during any liturgical service from Pascha to Pentecost.  The 
normal liturgical posture is standing.  Those who need to may sit.  Standing is the normal posture of prayerful 
respect and standing especially ŜȄǇǊŜǎǎŜǎ ƻǳǊ ōŀǇǘƛǎƳŀƭ ǎƘŀǊŜ ƛƴ /ƘǊƛǎǘΩǎ Resurrection (Romans 6,3-11).
